* Allmembers are required to docent (gallery sit) for two 4-hour shifts, or one 8-hour shift per month. (Note: an
evening shift of 6pm-8pm will count as a required shift). If a member needs to cancel a shift or cannot fulfill the
two shifts in any given month, a $25 fee per shift must be paid to the gallery. If another docent is required to
work a third shift to cover this opening, they will receive $30 from the gallery.

Exceptions to this requirement are limited, and include only the following reasons:
